ClubGolf Junior Golf Development at Balmore Golf Club

The future of Scottish golf clubs is very much with our junior members. To develop a strong junior section we need to attract a steady stream of budding young golfers through the door.  ClubGolf offers a structured programme to help achieve this goal. 

What is ClubGolf?

ClubGolf is Scotland’s junior golf programme which aims to increase and retain junior participation in golf.  ClubGolf is supported with funding from the Scottish Government as part of Scotland’s commitment to hosting the 2014 Ryder Cup at Gleneagles.

ClubGolf begins in schools, aimed at primary 5 children (aged 9 years).  This is followed by a structured coaching programme at local golf clubs and facilities. In 2012, over 40,000 primary children across Scotland (and many in the local area) experienced golf in schools.

Scottish golf clubs and facilities play a vital role in offering opportunities for these children to enjoy further coaching in a club setting. 

How will ClubGolf benefit Balmore Golf Club 

All monies raised from coaching will go back into junior funds at the club to help develop the programme further.  

We hope that many children who take part in the programme will also go on to take up a junior membership.

Who runs ClubGolf coaching?

The programme relies on some 1500 volunteer coaches who are trained through the PGA coach education programme as well as 175 PGA Professionals in over 300 golf clubs and facilities across Scotland.  Volunteer coaches within the club run the programme.  All coaches complete appropriate Child Protection training and Enhanced Disclosures with the support of ClubGolf 

The club PGA Professional Paul Morrison is also a crucial part of the programme in providing coaching at every stage and particularly in providing support to the more advanced juniors. 

What does ClubGolf offer juniors?

ClubGolf offers a high quality, fun programme with structured coaching. Children will progress from their introductory sessions in primary school to a local golf club or facility that offers ClubGolf Stage 1 coaching. 

Stage 1 includes the following elements:

• Chipping

• Putting

• Full Swing

• Bunker Play

• Rules & Etiquette

Safe, fun sessions - All ClubGolf coaches are UKCC qualified and complete Disclosure Scotland checks and appropriate Child Protection training in order to be Licensed as a Level 1 Golf Coach.

How can you get involved?

We hope that Balmore Golf Club will be able to work closely with ClubGolf to offer more opportunities to local children.

If you are able to give a couple of hours of your time over this summer to support a few coaching sessions in a supervisory role, or even to help out with introductory competitions for new junior members this could make a big difference to the programme at the club. 

Appropriate guidance will be given on Child Protection and disclosures.

We already have 5 volunteer coaches, Brian Thomson, Cameron Bennie,Andrew McKay, Graeme Burns and Graeme Faulds. Bob Newton has volunteered as a Helper.
