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ETIQUETTE

Course etiquette and courtesy to your fellow playing members is paramount and we actively encourage the observance of the rules of etiquette, published by the R & A which also addresses slow play. These are published in the club diary. Failure to take this advice will detract from the enjoyment of the game and can cause many problems for all.

If you have signed up for a competition and are unable to play please inform the pro shop and let your playing partner or the organiser know as soon as possible.

Remember there is a dress code at the Club and denims and trainers are not allowed on the golf course.  Proper golf shoes should be worn at all times.  The dress code for the clubhouse is clean, smart and tidy.
There is a lot of information in this booklet and in the Club diary which we hope you will find useful and will help you get to grips with WTGC. If you are not sure of anything or you have any problems or questions please ask a committee member or one of your fellow golfers.
LOCKERS
Lockers are available for a small annual charge. For Men’s lockers section please ask at either the club shop or the office for availability.  For Ladies lockers please contact a member of the ladies committee for availability.

BOOKING TEE TIMES

As a member you can book tee times in the pro shop a week in advance or further ahead if required for a Club competition.  You can also book tee times on the BRS on line booking system. Pin number available from the office.
WESTON TURVILLE GOLF CLUB HANDBOOK 

INTRODUCTION

Weston Turville Golf Club (WTGC) was established in 1973 and you will find that it provides an enjoyable golfing challenge for both low and high handicap players. The emphasis at Weston Turville is on enjoyment of our golf.

At Weston Turville there are strong and active men’s and ladies sections, which give members at all levels the opportunity to play golf both competitively and for fun. There are lots of opportunities for all members with a handicap to play in matches against other Clubs as well as in Club competitions.

As a new member you will have access to the Weston Turville Golf Club website where you will find member’s details and telephone numbers, so you can keep in contact with other members.  If you have any queries please contact any member of your committee.
CLUB COMMITTEES
The Men’s Section manages its own affairs through the Club Committee which meets on a monthly basis.  A monthly newsletter is emailed to all members following the Club Committee meeting.  Within this equal status club the Ladies Section is an entity in its own right and manages Ladies affairs through a committee which meets on a 6 weekly basis.  Apart from organizing competitions the committees aim to provide encouragement and a friendly support network for all members.  Please contact any committee member if you have any concerns or issues to be brought to the committee for discussion.

SOCIAL EVENTS

There is a variety of social events run at Weston Turville to cater for all the members; the events are listed in the Club diary and notices are put in the changing rooms and the bar. Members are always welcome to bring guests along.  These events are always well attended so remember to sign up early to avoid disappointment.
ANNUAL MEETINGS

The Club AGM is in the first week of March and all members of the club are invited to attend.
At the end of the golfing year the Ladies Section also has an annual meeting where their business of the year is reported, and officers elected.

MATCHES
Both Men and Ladies play friendly and league matches against other clubs throughout the year, both home and away.  These matches afford excellent opportunities to play new courses and enjoy some match-play golf.

COMPETITIONS

In addition to the monthly Medals and Stableford competitions there are various other competitions arranged during the month and these are all listed in the Club Diary.

Notices are posted about 4 to 6 weeks in advance and generally you will be required to sign up and pay for these competitions in the pro shop.  Draws are normally random however special requests can sometimes be accommodated where notice is provided in advance of the draw taking place, please either let the shop know when booking the competition or contact one of your committee members.
MIXED GOLF

There are plenty of opportunities to play mixed golf including:

1. Knock out competitions

2. Amy’s Trophy and the Rayfield Shield

3. Friendly Mixed matches followed by a Sunday lunch

4. Midweek Mixed: Variable formats, played on a Wednesday morning

5. Bank Holiday fun competitions

6. Rosebowl Trophy, Men v Ladies played on New Year’s Day.

7. On Thursdays there is a fun night followed by supper, (optional) which is a great opportunity to get to know other golfers without the pressure of formal golf.

HANDICAPS

If you do not have an official handicap it’s very easy to get one! You need to play up to three rounds of golf with a member who already has a handicap.  They will mark and sign your card and present it to the Handicap Secretary for them to determine your handicap. If you already have a competition handicap from your previous club then please submit your handicap certificate and playing history to the Handicap Secretary as soon as possible.
In order to play in major competitions you must have played in 3 qualifying competitions in the previous 12 months. Details of all the various competitions, required qualifications, closing dates for entry, etc are given in the front pages of the club diary and are displayed on the Notice Boards.
For the lady members there is a 9 holes rated course for those players who may be unable to play the full course for whatever reason and this is a means of maintaining an active handicap.  Please contact a member of the ladies committee for further information.

As from 1st January 2012, both the men’s and ladies golf unions amalgamated as the English Golf Union (EGU).
MEN

There are two main “roll up” competitions – The Saturday Teapot on Saturday morning and the Tuesday Roll Up on Tuesday mornings.  These are generally relaxed affairs and are ideal for beginners and new members wishing to obtain a handicap. This is also an excellent way for new members to meet other members without the pressure of formal competition. On Medal or Stableford days the Roll Up or Teapot will generally play from the White Tees so that members can play in these qualifying competitions.

Each month from April to October inclusive there are Medal and Stableford competitions. There is also a monthly midweek Medal and Stableford competition. The monthly midweek Medal is usually on the first Tuesday of the month followed by the monthly midweek Stableford on a subsequent Tuesday.

The cost to play in these is £3 per Medal/Stableford at the weekend and £2 for midweek; entry is made on the day in the pro-shop followed by signing in on the computer screen in the small bar.

Other competitions are available during the year with the cost of each published when the advance notice appears on the Notice board. Please check the Club diary for further details on all of these.

LADIES

There are reserved tee times especially for Ladies use on Monday, Wednesday and Saturday mornings.  Monday is a relaxing “roll up” and is ideal for beginners and anyone wishing to obtain an official handicap. Also it is an ideal way for new members to meet other ladies without the pressure of competition. Qualifying days are Wednesday and Saturday and priority may be given to those playing in a qualifying competition although all members are welcome to play on these days.  All you have to do is sign your name on the appropriate sheet to be found on the Notice Board in the Ladies changing room.

Medals and Stablefords are played in allocated tee times on a Wednesday and Saturday. Look out for the sign-up sheets on the Notice Board, which usually go up about 4 weeks in advance, and will have the relevant information on them. All Stablefords and the Saturday Medals are drawn at random. For the Wednesday Medals you need to sign up against the time you wish to play.

The cost to play in all Medals and Stablefords is currently £15 a year, which is payable by 31st March to be eligible to win. Each month there is a Medal and Stableford prizewinner for each division plus an overall Medal winner. There is a birdie tree to record those made in a qualifying competition.

All competitions are now entered on the computer in the small bar, so remember to sign in before you play and enter your scores when you come in. 
On Thursday evenings there are Fun Competitions followed by an optional supper.  These are mixed events and are an excellent opportunity to meet with and get to know fellow golfers.
Remember to join the hole in one club (£1) just in case! Reminders to rejoin are sent out when this has been won.
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
