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WINTER LEAGUE - SINGLES
1. A NON QUALIFYING STABLEFORD COMPETITION played during the Winter Season. Players can play each week on a Saturday or a Sunday but can only enter one qualifying score per weekend. Players who tee off on a Saturday MUST enter that as their counting score.
2. The maximum handicap allowed is 24 with a handicap allowance of ¾ (Max 18).
3. It is a two phase competition.  Both phases are a Handicap Stableford competition.
4. Each player’s BEST 10 ROUNDS will COUNT (or ¾ of the maximum rounds actually playable, the course is required to be open both Saturday & Sunday for a weekend to be classed as playable).  Entered scores on partially closed weekends will still count towards their BEST ROUNDS total.  Reference below table
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5. The EIGHT players with highest 10 round stableford points totals will qualify for the FINAL.  In the event of tied scores places will be determined by the countback system based on the “highest points ascending” over the 10 qualifying rounds. 
6. The FINAL is a single round competition.  The WINNER will be the golfer with the highest points total on the day when combined with their carried forward league average score.  
7. In the event of there being a TIE, the winner will be decided in accordance with the Rules and Conditions for Stroke Play Competitions
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
