MOBILE PHONE POLICY

Members, guests and visitors are reminded that Mobile Phones
(including PDAs) must be on Silent at all times when on the
course or in the clubhouse.

When using a mobile phone on the course, care must be taken
not to delay play or disturb other golfers. Mobile phones must
not be used in the clubhouse bar and lounge areas or dining
room. Persistent use of a mobile phone is considered to be very
poor etiquette and is not acceptable either on the course or in
the clubhouse.

Use of mobile phones for texting, emailing and access to the
internet is permitted providing the equipment is on Silent.
Members, guests and visitors are requested to be considerate of
others when operating their mobile phones in this way.

Finally, the Rules of Golf state that “a smartphone may be used
as a distance-measuring device, but it must not be used to

gauge or measure other conditions where doing so would be a
breach of Rule 14-3.”
