	TEES

Play will be from the white wooden tee markers placed adjacent to the square white stone      markers located next to the teeing ground. 

If tee markers are not present, play will be from a point on the teeing ground adjacent to, and not more than four club (Driver) lengths from the closest edge of the square white stone markers at right angles to the line of play.



	HANDICAP ALLOWANCE

Full handicap difference will be applied. 


	QUALIFICATION

· This is a nett aggregate stroke play competition, played during the 6 monthly weekend medal competitions held between April and September each year. The first four scores returned will count for aggregation.
· Open to all 7 day members who hold a Competition Handicap, and have paid their annual Medal and Stableford competition entry fee.

· There will also be an additional fee for this competition, which must be paid to the starter prior to the commencement of an entrants first round in the competition.



	GENERAL

· A player may not select which rounds he wishes to count in this competition. Only his first four rounds will be aggregated.

· Players who do not play four medal rounds within the time limits will be excluded from the competition.

· Players who submit a ‘No return’ or are disqualified in any of his first four rounds in the competition will also be excluded from the competition.
· The winner of the competition will be the player who records the lowest nett aggregate score for the four qualifying rounds.

· In the event of a tie, the winner will be decided by analysis of the nett scores over the last 18, 9, 6, 3 or 1 holes in each player’s fourth round.
