BALMORE GOLF CLUB BYE-LAWS
All complaints or suggestions must be made in writing or by email to the Secretary. Members will receive a response within 7 days. In no instance shall an employee of the Club be reprimanded directly by any member. The Caterer has requested feedback immediately if members are dissatisfied with any of the service provided by the kitchen.
 
A member must not, on any account, bring a dog into the Clubhouse. A dog may only be taken on to the course or practice area on a lead.
 
Playing Visitors: A member may introduce for one day not more than three visitors at a time to play on the course. Pay the appropriate Green Fee of £10 and receive a visitor’s badge, which the visitor shall clearly display at all times.  A member shall not introduce the same visitor more than twice within one month and no visitor shall play more than six times in the course of the whole year, except for a prior arrangement from the Secretary. 
 
Non-Playing Visitors: A member may introduce non¬-playing visitors to the Clubhouse without payment of the above fee but must enter the name and full postal address of each visitor in the book provided for that purpose. 
 
Midweek members have the right of introducing playing visitors Monday – Friday and non -playing visitors to the Clubhouse at any time.
 
The privilege of introducing a visitor, and the visitor’s privilege of being introduced, may be withdrawn from any member or visitor at the discretion of Council.
 
No person shall be eligible to be introduced to the Clubhouse, or course, who has been rejected as a member of the Club.
 
Junior Members, with single figure handicap and showing special ability may be allowed by the Handicap Committee to take part in any of the Club competitions, but shall not be eligible to receive any sweep money. 
 
 Regulations as to dress in the Clubhouse shall be as fixed by the Council and such Regulations will be always posted on the Notice Boards.
 
Smoking is strictly prohibited in all areas of the Clubhouse.
 
Members are forbidden to cross the fences or dykes behind the 12th green, to the right of the 13th tee, behind the 16th green, to the right of the 17th and 18th fairway, except where stiles are located.
 
On the occasion of team matches, the first tee will be reserved for competitors.
 
The membership tag, with current year tag, must be displayed on the Member’s golf bag.
 
Members and visitors must not change in the car park and must use the clubhouse locker room both prior to and after play.
 
GOLF COURSE ETIQUETTE
To ensure enjoyment and safety, the following guidelines should be observed at all times:
· Comply with all course signage.
· Do not play until you have heard the bells on 4th, 12th and 14th hole, always ring these bells when it is safe to do so. 
· Use designated paths at all times.
· Avoid talking or moving while a player is playing.
· Play without undue delay.
· Keep up with the group in front; if you have lost more than a full hole, you should call through players behind. 
· For safety, never drive in to the group ahead; never stand in front of or directly behind the player making a shot. 
· Shout “fore” if a wayward shot may endanger a player or players.

Avoid damage to the course.
· Do not take unnecessary divots or slam clubs into the ground.
· Please repair all pitch marks.
· When removing a ball from the hole stand well clear of the edge of the hole.
· Avoid stamping on the putting surface.
· Leave bags and trolleys well clear of the putting surface, trolleys should not cross white lines short   of greens
· Please use waste bins provided and tidy the course as you go along.
· Respect all golfers, including youngsters who are the future of your club.
· Avoid conflict on the course; report in writing all serious breaches of club standards to the Secretary.
· Enjoy your golf and try to help others to do likewise


DRESS CODE

Dress code information for Members and Visitors

Members their guests and visitors are required to maintain an acceptable standard of dress both on the Course and in the Clubhouse.

Listed below are unacceptable items of dress, both on the course and in the clubhouse:

· Football or Rugby tops
· Vest-type tops and sleeveless T-shirts
· Non-Tailored Shorts

Denim Jeans are not permitted on the Course.  However, in line with a more relaxed dress code, smart jeans are acceptable in the clubhouse only.
Headgear and Golf Shoes must not be worn in the Lounge and Dining Room areas.
Dress code in the clubhouse does not apply to children under 12 years of age.
Bar and club shop staff have the authority to refuse to serve any member or visitor whom they consider to be improperly dressed.

For all Medal competitions, a system of advance entry will be in operation. Entry will be available via the BRS booking system, currently 8 days before the competition date. On competition day, reserved places may be available via the Starter who is the only person who can alter the order of play.
The Handicap Committee reserves the right to vary the start and finish times of competitions to reflect the entry level.
Unless specifically stated otherwise, all Strokeplay & Stableford medal competitions have Handicap Qualifying status. It is the Player’s responsibility to know their current Handicap Index BEFORE commencing play and enter their Handicap Index & Course Handicap on their scorecard. There is a conversion table adjacent to the First Tee to calculate Course Handicaps applicable to the set of Tees from which the round is to be played.

MEDAL COMPETITION - RULES OF PLAY
Members must physically sign-in on the day-sheet in the Club Shop, (which is managed by the Starter), at least 20 minutes before their tee off time. They must also sign-in on the Computer, (or their HDID App on a Smartphone or Tablet), before commencing play. Players should be at the First Tee at least 5 minutes before their scheduled start-time.

	No competition, unless prior notice is given, will begin before 7.00am

	2.
	Competitors with handicaps up to and including 10 will compete in the First Class: those with handicaps from 11 to 16 inclusive compete in the Second Class: and those with handicaps of 17 and above in the Third Class.

	3.
	Players not playing from the first tee in their order of play will be liable to disqualification.

	4.
	Members are responsible for entering their own score on completion of their round either on a Clubhouse Terminal or on their HDID App

	5.
	All scorecards, including No-Returns, must be returned fully completed and signed. Please note, WHS/CONGU Handicap Rules allow the Match Committee to impose a penalty for any card not returned without there being a reasonable explanation.

	6.
	Slow play will be monitored. All competition rounds should be completed within 3 hours 45 mins. It is expected that players should be at the 7th Tee 1 hour 15 mins after striking their first ball, and on the 13th Tee 2 hours 30 mins after striking their first ball.

	
	


MONTHLY MEDALS
Monthly Medals are scheduled from April to October inclusive.
Ties in all Monthly Medal Competitions will be decided by using the card count-back procedure as set out in the Rules of Golf, Committee Procedures; 5a (6).
A spoon will be awarded monthly in each competition Class to the person achieving the lowest net score. Spoons will be presented at the Annual Prize-giving Dinner.

TUESDAY STROKEPLAY COMPETITIONS
These are staged each Tuesday from April 18th, 2023, to Tuesday 19th September 2023 inclusive, except during Club Championship week. 
Tuesday Stroke Competitions will commence at 07:30 am. Entry fee £1.00 plus optional Sweep & 2’s
The maximum group size playing in the Tuesday medal is 3.  

RULES FOR MATCH PLAY COMPETITIONS
All match play competition finals must be played by Sunday 24th September 2023.
	1.
	The first named in each tie is the challenging Person or Team

	2.
	The challenger must contact their opponent at least ten days before the final date for the tie, offering three dates, one of which must be a weekend. Should the opponent not be able to accept one or other of the dates offered, then the challenger gets a walk-over.

	3.
	All matches are played from White Tees using Course Handicaps and the Allowance appropriate for the form of match play being undertaken. The M&H Committee, in line with current R&A advice, discourages the practise of attempting to use a match play tie for stroke play score-qualification purposes. If it is felt essential a stroke play score is to be recorded, the rules pertaining to registering and scoring in stroke play must be fully observed. 

	4.
	If the match is all-square after 18 holes, then `sudden death’ will ensue, with full allowance being given at the appropriate extra holes.

	5.
	Under no circumstances will an extension of time be granted in match play competitions. If the names of a competitor/team going forward to the next round is not entered on the draw sheet by the closing date for each round, then the challenger will be deemed to have lost the challenge and the opponents’ name will be put forward by the Match Committee.



It is hoped the foregoing will clarify any doubts which Members may have regarding competition conditions and will also prevent any ill feeling if the stipulated rules must be enforced.

HANDICAPS
Members without a Handicap Index should submit three scorecards (54 holes of play), each marked and signed by a person (Marker) holding a valid CONGU Handicap Index.

General Play rounds being used for Handicap Qualification purposes can be played from 1st April to Mid-October off Yellow or Red Tees. It is obligatory that each player wishing to record a General Play score makes his/her intention known BEFORE commencing play. Members do this by selecting a General Play round on either their HDID App or Scottish Golf App. (Both Apps will only allow selection if the player is within 1Km of the course).

Away General Play scores should be recorded on the SG app so they will automatically count toward maintaining an accurate/current handicap for the player. All scores in Away competitions must be reported to the Handicap Convenor IF the competition is NOT electronically recorded by the Club involved.
Members who regularly play at other clubs must nominate a HOME club and advise the Handicap Convenor only if Balmore Golf Club is to be their AWAY Club.

Reminder: It is the Player’s responsibility under the Rules of Golf to make sure that in any competition in which they play, they use their correct Handicap Index/Course Handicap.

Prior to play, the appropriate Green Fee must be paid, and a Visitor Badge will always be issued for display out on the course. A member is not permitted to introduce the same visitor more than twice within one month and no visitor can play the course more than six times in a calendar year; except with the prior agreement from the Secretary.
(b) Non-Playing Visitors: A member may introduce non-playing visitors to the Clubhouse without payment of the above fee, but must enter the name and full postal address of each visitor in the book provided for that purpose.

4. Midweek and Junior Members have the rights of introducing playing visitors specified in Byelaw 3 during such periods as may be determined by the Council.  They may also introduce non-playing visitors to the Clubhouse at any time.

5. The privilege of introducing a visitor and the visitor’s privilege of being introduced may be withdrawn from any member or visitor at the discretion of the Council.

6. No person will be eligible to be introduced to the Clubhouse, or course, who has been rejected as a member of the Club.

7. Junior Members with a single figure and or those showing special ability may be allowed by the Handicap Committee to take part in any of the Club competitions but will not be eligible to receive any sweep money. Those Junior members fitting these criteria should notify the Handicap Convenor of their interest to participate. Tee times will be agreed by the Handicap Convenor.

8. Regulations as to dress in the Clubhouse will be set by the Council and a copy always posted on the Notice Boards.

9. Smoking is prohibited in all areas of the Clubhouse.

10. Members are forbidden to cross the fences or dykes alongside the 7th fairway, behind the 12th green, to the right of the 13th tee, behind the 16th green, to the right of the 17th and 18th fairways, except where styles are located.

11. When team matches are scheduled, the first tee will be reserved for those competitors involved.

12. The Balmore membership tag supplied must be displayed on the Members golf bag whilst playing on our course.
13. Members and visitors must not change in the car park but must use the appropriate locker room both prior to and after play.
