Full handicap will be applied.



	QUALIFICATION

· Open to all 7 day and 5 day members, who hold a Competition Handicap, and who have been member of the Club since before 1st April in the year of competition.

· Entrants must have played in at least four qualifying competitions, one of which must have been a medal, since the conclusion of the previous Club Championship and the end of the June weekend medal in the year of competition.

	GENERAL

· Electronic Sign up for this competition will available, and a sign-up sheet will also be posted on the Club Notice Board. An entry form, which will be available on the Club Notice Board, must be completed for each entry, and posted into the adjacent post box marked ‘Treasurer’. The form may be accompanied by the entry fee or alternatively electronic payment may be made into the club account, the details of which will be on the entry form. Any member who has not submitted the required form or not made the necessary payment before the publication of the final start sheet will be excluded from the competition. 

· The Club Championship comprises five separate Competitions:

· The Scratch Competition – This is a gross score stroke play event. The winner will be the player with the lowest gross two round aggregate score and will be declared the Club Champion;

· The Salver Competition – This  is a nett score stroke play event. The winner will be the player with the lowest nett two round aggregate score;

· The Senior Scratch Competition - This is a gross score stroke play event. The winner will be the senior player with the lowest gross two round aggregate score;

· The Senior Nett Competition - This is a nett score stroke play event. The winner will be the player with the lowest nett two round aggregate score and will be declared the Senior Club Champion.

· The Sunday Nett Competition. - The winner will be the player with the lowest Nett score on the Sunday and is reserved for those who have not been placed in any of the other Club Championship Competitions. 
· The Seniors Competitions are for qualifying members aged 55yrs or over on the date of the Competition. Those entrants playing in Seniors Competitions are also eligible to play in the Scratch and Salver Competitions, the Senior Competitions winners being derived from scores achieved from play in these Competitions.

· The same member cannot win both The Scratch and The Salver Competitions. In the event of the same member having the best score in both Competitions, that member will be the winner of The Scratch Competition and The Salver Competition will be won by the member with the next best nett score. 

· The same member cannot win both Senior Gross and Senior Nett Competitions. In the event of the same member having the best score in both Competitions, that member will be the winner of the Senior Nett Competition and The Senior Gross Competition will be won by the member with the next best Gross score. 

· In the event of a tie in either the Salver or the Senior Nett Competitions the winner will be decided by analysis of the nett scores on the back 18, 9, 6, 3, 2 and 1 holes.

· In the event of a tie in either the Scratch or the Senior Scratch Competitions the winner will be decided by the players concerned playing a ‘sudden death’ match play starting at the 1st hole.
