Ladies Regions

All golf clubs in Yorkshire have completed their Safe Golf accreditation. 
	iGolf The Independent Golfer
I am pleased to report to you that the iGolf membership has reached it targeted membership of 25,000 subscribers as of August 2022. Items of Note
· 1800 iGolf members have moved on to Golf Club membership  
· Only 6 % have been golf club members in  the past 
· Their average age is 42, 
· 69% of them have a WHS handicap, 
· The average handicap is 19,  
· 57% of them have played more Golf as result of joining. 
The members are predominantly male and a key objective for the next year is to understand and engage with the female iGolfers. In addition this has brought a considerable amount of additional money into golf, which is ring fenced for the future development of the sport 
Equality Diversity and Inclusion
England Golf has recently launched its Equality Diversity and Inclusions strategic framework document and I would encourage you to read it. It can be found on the EG website under “About us”. I would like to leave you with two thoughts on this topic
