	TEES

Play will be from the white wooden tee markers placed adjacent to the square white stone      markers located next to the teeing ground. 

If tee markers are not present, play will be from a point on the teeing ground adjacent to, and not more than four club (Driver) lengths from the closest edge of the square white stone markers at right angles to the line of play.



	HANDICAP ALLOWANCE

Full handicap difference will be applied, the lowest handicap golfer playing off zero shots and the higher handicap golfer receiving shots equal to the full difference between the two handicaps.



	QUALIFICATION

Open to all 7 day members who hold a Competition Handicap, and who have played in at least four qualifying competitions, one of which must have been a medal, during the 12 months prior to the 31st January in the year of competition.


	GENERAL

· Electronic Sign up for this competition will available, and a sign-up sheet will also be posted on the Club Notice Board. An entry form, which will be available on the Club Notice Board, must be completed for each entry, and posted into the adjacent post box marked ‘Treasurer’. The form may be accompanied by the entry fee or alternatively electronic payment may be made into the club account, the details of which will be on the entry form. In either case any member who has submitted an entry form without the necessary payment being received before the competition closing date will be excluded from the competition. 
· All first round matches shall be played by or on the final Saturday in February. If players cannot arrange a match before that date then they will be expected to play on that day or to forfeit the match.
· All subsequent rounds, including the final of the competition, will be played by the play-by dates shown on the Draw Sheet for the Competition, which will be posted both electronically and on the Club Notice Board. 
· This is a Weekend competition and matches should be played at the Weekend and only played at other times if both parties agree. Both players are responsible for arranging and completing their match by the play-by date, and therefore if a match is not so played both players will be disqualified, although it is acceptable for a player to concede a match to his opponent. Any difficulties in arranging a match should be referred to the Competition Organiser who will attempt to mediate. 
· In very exceptional circumstances the Competition Committee may consider the grant of a short extension to the posted play by date, and each case will be judged on its merits. To request such an extension applications must be made by both players in writing, either by letter or e mail, to the Competition Organiser prior to the relevant play-by date. The Competition Committee’s decision is final.
