  Lady Captain’s Drive in   

Texas Scramble      

The team must select 4 tee shots from each player. Each tee shot selected must be allocated to a player on the scorecard in the ‘markers’ column.

The team card will be given to you on the day. The handicap allowance is one tenth of the combined total of the handicap of each member of the team. The competition is strokeplay, therefore handicap allowance must be calculated to include one decimal place. Ladies receive an additional 3 shots. Men to play off white boxes, Ladies off the red. The teams to play off the men’s Stroke Index. 
From the tee, fairway or rough

The team selects the best shot and places a marker within 12” of where that ball is lying. 

The player whose ball is selected is the first to play and the other team members then play from the same position. All 4 players to take the shot. 

Any shots played from a fairway are placed and the selected ball can be cleaned.

Any shots played from the rough are dropped within one club length, no nearer the hole, not on a fairway or outside a Penalty Area (NB: if the margins of the fairway are faint, it is up to the honesty of the team to decide whether the ball is in the rough or not).
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On the green

The selected ball is marked within 3 inches and the team can putt in any order.  A reminder that players are not permitted to stand directly behind the line of a putt or an extension to that line.
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Scoring

The hole is completed as soon as any player holes out.
