1. There is a practice area for driving and chipping is on the left-hand side of the driveway (bus shelters) which will be available on the day. Buckets of 30 balls can be purchased from the machine for £2. The putting green is by the side of the first tee.
2. Professional – those wishing to take advantage of playing the course at a reduced rate of £15 before the event must contact the Pro direct 01484 602739
3.  CADDIES are not allowed unless registered disabled.  Members of the Yorkshire Executive Committee will be on the course to help with any problems.

4. Parents/Guardians/Relatives may not walk on the fairways with the child or instruct their child or any other child during the Competitor’s round please let them make their own decisions by all means encourage and applaud good shots. 
5. DRESS REGULATIONS – On course dress is Golf wear. Smart casual with no jeans or trainers or golf footwear in the Clubhouse. Soft spikes are allowed in the 19th. No bags or trolleys are allowed in the clubhouse. All Competitors, Members of the Yorkshire Executive, Parents, Guests, and Supporters are guests of Woodsome Hall Golf Club on this day and anyone not conforming to the Dress Regulations will be asked to withdraw and leave the premises.  Please ensure that anyone who is accompanying you on this day is aware of the Dress Regulations. No codes needed for locker rooms or toilets
6. CATERING – Food, tea & coffee etc will be available from 8.00 am from the bar. There is also a drinks machine in the 19th. Please see bar menus on arrival.  Food required for competitors in the Championship can be ordered before and there will be a junior menu available. There is a half-way house for teas & coffee.
7. Course planners available from pro shop at a cost of £4
8. STARTING TIMES – First tee is from 9am. It is possible that these will be adjusted.  Do arrive in good time and collect your card at least 20 minutes before your start time. Registration is in the 19th
9. PRIZE PRESENTATION – There are prizes for 1st, 2nd, 3rd place in Division 1 & in Division 1st& 2nd place, the 9-hole competition will be 1st & 2nd place only. There is also The Shirley Guest Trophy for Best overall girl in either of the divisions.  The final Order of merit trophy & prizes will also be awarded to Division 1 & 2 at the end
Everyone should stay for the presentation for their competition when all competitors have finished which will be as soon as possible after end of play. We will try to do this in order of finishing so you can get home.  The President of the YLCGA, Yorkshire County Captain Carolyn Ackroyd or Woodsome Hall Lady Captain will present the prizes. The prize giving will be in the courtyard if the weather is fine.
10. HANDICAP REDUCTION – The competitions are an 18-hole Stableford for girls with a handicap index of 0-36 spilt into two divisions 0-18.4 & 18.5-36.4. A 9-hole Stableford off the red tees for those girls with a handicap index of 36.5-54. If a handicap is reduced after entry girls must transfer to the correct competition.
